Breakfast Club

Since October 2008 a small but enthusiastic group of boys have been coming into school at 7:45 am to
attend our Breakfast Club, which has proved a great help to the parents concerned.

With the benefit of the experience to date, and with the active support of The Brookwood Partnership and
our Chef Manager, Aston Perera, membership of the club allows a flexible service and therefore benefits
more families as the need arises.

Membership is charged at £2.50 per school day to cover the cost of breakfast and supervision, but having
signed up for membership, the cost will only apply for days actually used and will be charged in arrears with
the fee account in the normal way. In this way it will not matter whether a boy attends for one or two days
a week, or indeed one or two days on odd occasions. It will however be necessary to have membership

established in the first place to avoid the possibility of 321 boys turning up simultaneously!
